Is printed an a porous paper and then embedded with a clear fiberglass resin, this
provides a durable vandal resistant sign that will last for years in all environments.
Damage to the surface can often be cleaned or buffed away with no damage to
the image.

* Digital High-Pressure Laminate (DHPL): Sturdy with vibrant colors, a digital
image is printed then pressed together with other material to create a single piece of
material similar to your countertop. The sign is surface printed so the image could
be scratched or damaged but works great when the sign has a low vandalism threat.

* Fused Polycarbonate: The sign image is fused within a clear polycarbonate that
provides excellent color transmission for vibrant, durable and vandal resistant signs.
Good for any environment even underwater. Damage to the surface can often be
cleaned or buffed away with no damage to the image.

* Porcelain Enamel: A strong and bright material very resistant to damage and
vandalism. However it can be damaged and once scratched or chipped it will
deteriorate and is expensive to replace.

* Silk-screened on Aluminum: Cost effective method especially for projects
requiring multiple copies of the same sign. We recomend a piece of clear plexiglass
be placed in front of these signs

* Digital on Substrate: Extremely cost effective both in production and
replacement, a good choice for areas with high vandalism where signs need to
be replaced often or where only a short term message is required.
